From a NSW southern tableland sheep and cattle grazing 
family in 1976 he joined the Demeter Bakery in Sydney where stoneground wholemeal 
biodynamic ferment breads were made at a time when the only brown bread was either dyed or 
‘foreign’.  In the 1990’s he cooked in a nursing home and then managed the Blackthorn Garden 
bakery cafe, a project working with the mentally ill at Maidstone in the UK.  Since returning to 
Australia in 1998 he has been actively promoting the adoption of biodynamics by farmers across 
Australia, primarily to ensure that the coming generations will be able to access food that will 
afford them optimum health and allow them to fulfil their individual destiny.

Hamish continues his promotion of biodynamics for growers and consumers as Executive Director 
of Biodynamics2024; he is also a director of Australia’s peak organic body, the Organic 
Federation of Australia.
